Dear Pastor and fellow laborers of the Gospel,

Greetings from Omaha, Nebraska! My name is Mike King and our family has been called by God
to Cambodia. We are sent out by our home church of Midwestern Baptist Church of Omaha,
NE, under the leadership of Pastor Mark Bentley. Our mission board is Baptist International
Missions, Inc. (BIMI).

Testimonies

I grew up in a Christian home to parents active in ministry at Midwestern Baptist Church in
Omaha, Nebraska. Although I grew up under the teaching and preaching of God’s word, as a
young person I had no real desire for the things of God. As a teen, I fell into the wrong crowd and
only by God’s grace and my parent’s prayers, I turned to the Lord for salvation at age 18 and was
baptized at Midwestern Baptist Church in 1998. God gave me a new heart and desires to serve
him.

My wife, Sarah, was born and raised in rural Minnesota to a secular family without any
knowledge of God. She first heard the Gospel at a public university through the campus ministry
outreach of Fargo Baptist Church in Fargo, ND. After 7 years of God working on her heart, she
accepted Christ as her Saviour at the age of 25 and was baptized at Fargo Baptist Church.

God brought my wife and I together at Midwestern Baptist Church and we were married in 2017.
We currently have five children, Kathryn (7), Isla (6), Charlotte (4), Jonathan (3), Isabel (1) and
we will welcome our sixth child January 2026.

Our Call to Missions

While serving the Lord in Bible College in the early 20007, I felt the Lord strongly calling me

to missions and surrendered to take the Gospel to the foreign field. Due to financial difficulty,
however, I returned from Bible College prior to finishing my degree and continued to serve the
Lord at my home church while I waited for more clear direction. Throughout the years, God
continued to touch my heart in the area of missions, and finally at a missions conference in 2022,
God confirmed my call. By God’s grace, I was able to finish my Bible College degree in 2024
and through a series of open and closed doors and a survey trip to Phnom Penh, Cambodia

in June 2025, God made it clear that His will for our family was to serve on the mission field of
Cambodia, with a team led by veteran BIMI missionary Dave Board, who has been on the field
since 2003.
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The Mission Field

Cambodia is a country located in the 10/40 window with an area slightly smaller than Oklahoma and a
population of over 17 million people. Bordered by Thailand, Laos, Vietnam and the Gulf of Thailand in Southeast
Asia, Cambodia is a country striving to rise from its scarred past. Its Khmer-speaking population endured
many violent governmental changes in the last half of the 20th century. The brutality of the Khmer Rouge
regime in the late 1970s, with mass evacuations and the ruthless genocide that killed an estimated 1 to 3 million
Cambodians, can be seen across all generations. As a result, approximately one-half of the population is under
21 and uneducated. Only 5% of Cambodians are ages 65 years and older. Since the 1500s, the national religion of
Cambodia is Buddhism, which accounts for 97% of the population, followed by Islam at 2%. Christianity of any
kind is listed at 0.3%. The capital city, Phnom Penh, has over 2.2 million souls.

The ministry that God has called us to will be laboring with the Pacific Baptist Church in Phnom Penh, under
the leadership of missionary Dave Board, which has a thriving footprint to reach Cambodia for Christ. The
ministry has an emphasis on soul winning, discipleship, and church planting, with a growing Bible College,
Christian Academy, vibrant children’s ministry and outreaches to numerous parts of the country via satellite
works and indigenous church planting efforts. The team also does outreach into creative access countries.

Ministry Goals
There is a desperate need for more laborers in Cambodia to reach and teach and disciple new believers. Our
ministry goals in Cambodia will be to assist with the following:

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Doctrinal Statement

Holy Scriptures

We believe that every word of the Bible from Genesis to Revelation is the verbally inspired,
infallible Word of God, the complete and divine revelation of God to man. We believe the King
James Version is the perfectly preserved translation of the Word of God in the English language.
(Psalm 12:6-7, 2 Timothy 3:16, 2 Peter 1:19-21, John 17:17)

The Godhead
We believe in one triune God, eternally existent in three persons—Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.
The Godhead is co-eternal in being and co-equal in power and glory. (1 John 5:7, Matthew 28:19)

The Person of Jesus Christ

We believe Jesus Christ is the eternal Son of God who took on flesh by virgin birth, lived a sinless
life, and died a substitutionary death on the cross of Calvary to atone for the sins of mankind.
Jesus Christ rose physically from the dead on the third day, ascended bodily into Heaven and is set
down at the right hand of the throne of God, interceding for believers. (Matthew 1:23, John 1:1,
Romans 5:8; 8:34, 1 Corinthians 15:3-4, Hebrew 12:2)

The Person of Holy Spirit

We believe the Holy Spirit is a person of the Godhead that reproves the world of sin, and

of righteousness, and of judgment. The Holy Spirit regenerates, seals, indwells the believer,

and bestows spiritual gifts upon believers for the use of the ministry. We are opposed to the
charismatic movement of speaking in tongues and ecumenical practices. (John 16:8, Romans 8:11,
1 Corinthians 12:8-11;13:8, Ephesians 1:13; 4:30, 1 John 5:7)

Creation
We believe God created the universe in six literal, 24-hour days. We reject evolution and all other
theories of origin. (Genesis 1:1)

The Personality of Satan

We believe Satan was originally created as an anointed cherub by God until iniquity was found
in him. Satan is the author of sin, the open and declared enemy of God and man, the accuser of
the brethren, and will be eternally punished in the Lake of Fire. (Gensis 3:1-15, Isaiah 14:12-15,
Ezekiel 28:14-19, 1 Peter 5:8, Revelation 12:9-10; 20:10)

The Fall of Man

We believe that man was created in the image and likeness of God, but by choice fell into sin.
Mankind has since inherited a sinful nature and is under condemnation of eternal judgement
and the wrath of God in Hell and the Lake of Fire, with no possible means of salvation apart from
Christ. (Genesis 1:26-27, Romans 3:10, 23; 5:12; 6:23, Revelations 20:14-15)
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Salvation and Eternal Security

We believe that salvation is only by grace through faith in the Lord Jesus Christ, whose blood was
shed on Calvary for the forgiveness of sins. It is the gift of God available to whosoever will receive
it and not of any work of man. Once a person is saved, he is kept by God’s power and remains
secure in Christ forever based on the finished work of the Lord Jesus Christ. (John 1:12; 6:37-40;
10:27-29, Romans 10:13, Ephesians 1:7, Ephesians 2:8-9, 1 Peter 1:4-5, 1 John 5:12-13)

The Church

We believe the church, the bride of Christ, is a called out assembly of believers with Christ as
the head. Believer’s baptism by immersion and the Lord’s Supper are the scriptural ordinances
of obedience for the local church. (Matthew 16:18, Acts 2:41-42, 47, 1 Corinthians 11:23-26,
Ephesians 5:25-27, Colossians 1:18)

Separation

We believe the scriptures teach that believers are to be separated unto God from the
world. Believers should abstain from worldly practices and all appearance of evil so as
not to bring reproach upon God. (Romans 12:1-2, 2 Corinthians 6:14-17, 1 Thessalonians
5:22)

The Last Days

We believe in the imminent return of Christ and the pre-tribulational rapture of believers.
Following the tribulation, we believe in the pre-millenial return of Christ. Lastly,
unregenerated sinners will face the Great White Throne judgement and will be cast into
the Lake of Fire to eternal death. Believers have eternal life in Heaven. (John 14:1-3, 2
Corinthians 5:10, 1 Thessalonians 4:13-18, 2 Thessalonians 2:1-9, Revelation 3:10; 19:11-
16;20:1-6,11-15)
